Breakdown of Classes Per Week 
 

 

Grade 1 
 

 English: 12 Periods. This includes Reading, Grammar, Writing, Phonics, Handwriting, and 

Vocabulary. Each area is tested and reported separately. On the report card, an average 
English score will also be reported. It is important to note that this is not a straight average; 
sub-subjects are weighted differently depending on grade level. 

 

             Reading: 5 Periods.  GINN Reading 360, a leveled reader series is implemented in grade 2 

along with the Accelerated Reading Program to help students develop comprehension skills, 
fluency and a love of reading. 

 

 
Math: 8 Periods. Memorization of addition and subtraction is the biggest project for first 

graders. This project may involve help from home. We will give small amounts of practice time 
and timed tests in school. It is very important that the children understand numerical 
relationships. 

 
Social Studies: 3 Periods. We will always read the material together,  

and then a worksheet activity may be sent home to review the material. If you have anything to 
contribute, we would love it! 

 
 Science: 3 Periods. Science is taught in two sections: Material  

 Objects and Organisms. Material Objects will be taught in the first two  
 terms, and Organisms will be taught during term three. The SCIS  
 science is a hands-on, experiment-based science program so class participation  
 is vital. Science also includes nutrition and health. 

 
World Language: 5 Periods. Students take classes in Spanish in the four language learning 

skills: reading, writing, listening and speaking.  
 

Physical Education: 1 Period. Physical education includes  

various individual and team sports. The emphasis is on lifetime fitness and cooperative play. 
Throughout the program we promote the values of individual effort, teamwork, and 
sportsmanship. 

 
M Music: 1 Period. The 1st Grade music curriculum includes a study of the eight elements of 

music: dynamics, rhythm, pitch, tone, color, tempo, texture, form, and style, through singing, 
listening, visual media, theory games, children's literature, creative movement, and playing 
classroom instruments.  



 

  
 Art: 1 Period. Students are expected to try their best. Art work is based on drawing and 

painting from direct observation. Projects are theme based, and although students work 
individually, their work often contributes to a group project. 
 
 
 
Computer: 1 Period. Educational games are played to reinforce concepts we are studying. 

Some basic introductory skills are taught. Students may have the opportunity to take 

Accelerated Reading tests during computer class.
